What Am I?
General Objective: Students will use prior knowledge to hypothesize what animals exist in Indiana habitats.
Specific Objectives: Explore:
· Indiana grasslands,
· Indiana woodlands,
· Indiana wetlands,

· animal classification, and
· present an oral report.

Time: Two one hour classes
Resources needed: 4-H 903: Wildlife Manual, copies of pp 8-9, 25-28, the glossary, and the attached Oral Report Fact Sheet.
Activity: Print copies of pp 8-9, 25-28, the glossary, and the Oral Report Fact Sheet for each student.  
Discussion – 5 minutes:

· Discuss with the students the three main Indiana habitats. (grasslands, woodlands, and wetlands)
· Talk about the Venn diagrams they completed with what animals belonged in each habitat.

· Explain that each student will complete a crossword, select and animal, research their animal, and present a short report.
Activity – 115 minutes:
· Have the students complete the crossword from pp 8-9.  
· After completing the crossword correct the crossword and have each student select an animal that they would like to research more.
· Give each student pp 25-28, the glossary, and Oral Report Fact Sheet.
· Students research their animal using pp 25-28, the glossary, and outside resources if necessary.
· Each student should complete the Oral Report Fact Sheet to aid in their presentation.
· When each student has completed their research begin presentations.
· Each student should talk 2-3 minutes about their animal and can use their Oral Report Fact Sheet to help them during their report.
