tions.

Bulk Tank Checks 
Routine bulk-tank check 

performances determine the accu-
racy of sampling by bulk milk 
haulers.  A scoring system based 
upon the BF difference between 
the load test and a weighted aver-
age of the tests of producers on 
that load determines a hauler’s 
score.  A score of “A” is equivalent 
to a difference of less than 0.01%, 

“B” is 0.01 to 
0.03%, “C” is 
0.03 to 
0.05%, “D” is 
0.05 to 
0.10% and 
“F” is a dif-
ference of 

more than 0.10%.  Bulk Tank 
Checks are collected at every 
processing plant a minimum of 
three times a year.  On-farm haul-
er sampling inspections are also 
done throughout the year.

*Plus, a sliding scale based upon 
the milk receipts of the plant dur-
ing the prior year, up to a maxi-
mum of $1,000.00 for the year. 

Dairy farmers are assessed 2.5 
cents/cwt on milk sold in May.
