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HARLAN AND DOROTHY PARR MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP
The Harlan and Dorothy Parr Memorial Scholarship is awarded by the Parr family to graduate students pursuing an advanced degree in Agricultural Sciences Education and Communication. Each year, the Community Foundation of Greater Lafayette awards one student approximately $2,750 (varies annually) to help toward tuition and fees. The scholarship may be awarded to two or more students in smaller amounts not to exceed the annual allocation from the Community Foundation of Greater Lafayette.
The following steps outline the process to apply for the scholarship:
1. Eligible applicants must be pursuing an advanced degree in Agricultural Sciences Education and Communication at Purdue University, and have been enrolled for at least one semester in the ASEC graduate program.
