2. What goes to recycled
Stuffs that are “Rigid, Empty and Clean” or “RECyclable”

a. Plastics = water and soda bottles, milk and water jugs, detergent containers
b. Paper = Newspapers, mail and magazines, office paper, notebook paper
c. Cardboard = boxes, milk & juice cartons
d. Metals and Aluminum - food and drink cans
e. Glass = bottles and jars

i. Can broken glass be recycled?

4. Stuffs that are “Soft, Soiled, Single-use” or “SSS” = “Sorry So Sloppy” Does it sound

like recycle? That’s a NOO with two O’s.
a. Soft plastics

i. Plastic straws, plates, utensils, bags
1. If you take-out your food, you take out the whole thing to the bin!

ii. Wrappers, bubble wraps,
b. Soiled

i. ALL food and wastes made from food
ii. Chip bags, soiled aluminum foil, greasy pizza boxes

c. Single-use paper products
i. Paper towels, tissues, napkins
