
Bugs R Us Lesson
General Objective: Students will learn about insect anatomy when they build their own insect.
Specific Objectives: Discover:

· Designing an insect,
· Assembling a model insect,

· Learning the parts of an insect, and
· Identifying insect parts.
Time: One hour
Resources needed: 4-H BU6853, pp 6-7. Common household materials for the model (i.e. paper, toothpicks, pipe cleaners, rubber bands, glue, etc. and photocopies of the attached worksheet). 
Activity: Assemble a model of an insect using common materials.
Discussion – 5 minutes:

· Ask students to tell you about their favorite insect. 
· Have the students describe why they like or dislike their favorite insect.
· Ask the students if they know the parts of an insect.

· Using common materials found in your home or school, the students will create an insect.
· To do this the students will have to make a list of common insect parts.

· Have the students make a list of insect parts that will be using to construct their insect.

Activity – 20-30 minutes:
· Provide the students with common materials you have collected or have the students each bring in supplies.
· Using photocopies from page six have the students draw a picture of their insect.

· Based upon their picture, allow the students time to build their favorite insect.
· After constructing their insects have the students show their creations to their classmates.
· Have students complete the attached worksheet to review insect parts.

· Collect worksheet.
