
FACETnating Lesson
General Objective: Students will explore how insects view their world.
Specific Objectives: Discover:

· Communication about insects,
· Experiment with insect vision,

· Observe insect vision, and
· Describe how an insect sees.
Time: One hour
Resources needed: 4-H BU6853, pp 18-19. Soda straws, masking tape, photocopies of the  worksheet.
Activity: Explore how insects view their world.
Discussion – 5 minutes:

· Ask students to describe how they think insects view their world.
· Hold up a picture of your choosing and ask the students what they see. (Attached is a picture to use that will stimulate discussion.)  Do they see an old woman or a young woman?

· Explain that an insect sees things differently because of the way its eye is made.

Activity – 20-30 minutes:
· Explain that in this activity students will make a viewer and observe objects through “insect view.”
· Students will get an idea of how an insect communicates by seeing through its compound eye.

· Provide the students with straws to cut in half.

· Once the straws are cut in half use the circle on page 18 to measure how many straws need to be bundled together to create “insect view.”

· Have each student partner with a neighbor to bundle together their straws with the masking tape.
· The students have now made a model of an insect eye.

· Students can use their “insect eye” to view objects around the room.

· Have the students discuss what they see and how it is different from what they see normally as humans.

· After discovering, discussing, and exploring through “insect vision” have the students complete the attached worksheet.

· Collect worksheet.
