
Peek-A-Bug Lesson
General Objective: Students will explore places where insects might be found.
Specific Objectives: Discover:

· Observe insects,
· Classify insects,

· Describe insect habitat, and
· Count the number of insects found in each habitat.
Time: One hour
Resources needed: 4-H BU6854, pp 26-27. Pencil, photocopies of page 26, photocopies of the attached worksheet.
Activity: Find places where insects might be found.
Discussion – 5 minutes:

· One fun way to learn is by observing. You can observe a scientist perform an experiment before you try it yourself.  You can watch a mechanic fix a broken car.
· Observing helps you to learn especially if you ask questions as you watch.

· Hand out copies of page 26 to the students and explain to the students that they will go outside to observe insects in nature.

· They will complete page 26 by including where they are observing insects and a description of that location.

Activity – 30-40 minutes:
· Students will observe outside three different locations, recording the habitat, type of insects, and number.
· Upon completion have the students return to the classroom and complete the attached worksheet.

· Collect table and worksheet from students.
