How We Grow
General Objective: Students will combine knowledge (peer education) to match animals with the names of their offspring.
Specific Objectives: Explore:
· Animals,
· Animal names,
· Animal classification, and
· Write an animal story.

Time: 30-45 minutes
Resources needed: 4-H 903: Wildlife Manual, copies of pp 14-15, 25-28 and pictures of animals from other sources.
Activity: Print copies of pp 14-15, 25-28 for the students. Use the attached animal list and/or copies of pictures from books or the Internet to show the students during your discussion.
Discussion – 15 minutes:

· How many animals can we name? Lead the students in a brainstorming session to list animals. List the names on the board for the students. 

· Ask the students different ways that animals can be grouped.
· Show various animal pictures and ask the students to discuss similarities and differences that could be used for different groups. 
· Explain that many animals have different names for males, females, and babies (e.g., bull, cow, calf).
Activity – 15 minutes:
· Split the students into groups of two or three and hand out the “How We Grow” worksheet to each group.
· Students work together to draw lines from the adult animal picture to the name of the corresponding baby.
· Explain that several animals that have babies with the same name.
· Part way through the exercise hand out the attached Animals Table to guide their search.
· After the students have finished discuss their responses and correct any errors.
· Have students take out a separate piece of paper and write a short story about their favorite animal.  Encourage at least half a page of writing.
